Tour Itinerary 
DAY 1 Adelaide - Flinders Ranges  
Your adventure starts with pickup from Central Bus Station at 10am. We head north via Port  
Wakefield at the tip of the Gulf Saint Vincent to the quaint town of Crystal Brook where we enjoy our 
first lunch together.  
We travel north experiencing a timeless land to Port Augusta where ancient granite plateau’s once 
formed the Eastern edge of Australia, to wander through Wadlata Outback Centre’s ‘Tunnel of time’. 
We then join the crew of “Champagne” for a leisurely cruise along the base of the Ranges. Dolphins 
frolic in the wake. Massive granite mesa's to the west stand as silent sentinels. The Flinders Ranges 
to the east, fossil’s of the world’s oldest life forms hidden in her folds. Enjoy a meal of local foods 
aboard Champagne before being transferred to your accommodation.
